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goslavia mostly because of the unskilled stuff and because of the lacking
of financial basis for the realization of tourist activities. As long as some
essential changes in this respect are not realized the Yugoslav national
parks will be only nominally forests predestined to special purpose, wit-
hout financial basis for the accomplishment of these special purposes.
Under such conditions and further direct economic exploatation of basic
natural resources of national parks their essential natural values will be
unavoidably degraded, and very soon Yugoslavia, which is today known
as a rare country in Europe with relatively well preserved nature, will
become a country with degraded and devasted natural forest potential,
and will be no longer a toursi motive of a wide local and foreign interest.
