Jedan od najstarijih, ako 

ne i najstariji institut ovakve vrste na prostoru 

Hrvatske preživio je nekoliko država i stolje­

ća, i 19. i 20. i evo ga u 21., uvijek okrenut 

potrebama i problemima ljudi jadranskog, me­

diteranskog prostora u kome je rođen i za čiji 

boljitak je osnovan.

Od te davne 1894. godine kada je austrougar­

sko Ministarstvo poljoprivrede u Beču usposta­

vilo C. K. Kemično-gospodarstvenu pokušajnu 

postaju u Splitu, koja je bila nukleus današnje­

ga Instituta, do danas se ciljevi i zadaće nisu 

promijenili, kao ni potrebe prostora kojemu je 

Institut okrenut, sredine u kojoj je i zbog koje je 

utemeljen. To su, kako je zapisano još tada kra­

jem 19. stoljeća: „unaprjeđenje poljoprivrede 

u Dalmaciji, pogotovo vinogradarstva, masli­

narstva ..., proučavanje bolesti kulturnog bilja 

u Dalmaciji i načina efikasne zaštite, analiza i 

kontrola gnojiva, popularizacija rezultata istra­

živanja putem predavanja i tiska, obučavanje i 

obrazovanje poljoprivrednika za agrokemijske 

analize, a posebno one iz područja enokemije, 

davanje savjeta i uputa zainteresiranim poljo­

privrednicima, analiza i izdavanje dokumenata 

o sastavu i tehnološkoj ispravnosti svih proi­

zvoda poljoprivrede.“

Rare institutions could be proud to celebrate 

120th Birthday. Institute for Adriatic Crops and 

Karst Reclamation from Split celebrates such 

an anniversary and this book is part of it. One 

of the oldest, if not the oldest institute of this 

kind in Croatia existed through the centuries, 

19th, 20th and 21th and several political systems 

in different countries, yet always dedicated to 

the needs and problems of the people of the 

Adriatic (Mediterranean) region, where it was 

established for the progress.

From 1894, when Austro-Hungarian Ministry 

of Agriculture from Vienna established the 

Imperial and Royal (IR) Chemical - Economic 

Experimental Station in Split that was the 

nucleus of today’s Institute, up to today the 

objectives and tasks of the Institute have not 

changed, since neither have the demands of the 

area and the environment where and for which 

it was founded. Those are, as it was written back 

then in the late 19th century: “improvement of 

the agriculture in Dalmatia, especially the 

viticulture and olive growing ..., study of the 

diseases of cultivated plants in Dalmatia and 

the ways of their effective protection, analysis 

and control of fertilizers, popularization 

of research results through lectures and 

press, training and education of farmers for 

agrochemical analyses especially in the field of 

wine chemistry, providing advice and guidance 

to interested farmers, analyses and certificates
