$umarskoga drustva i tiskanja 139. godista nasega znan-
stveno-stru¢noga i staleskog glasila Sumarski list, intere-
santno je baciti pogled na tekstove iz prvih godista tiskanja
¢asopisa, pa i povudi paralelu s danasnjicom.

Ve¢ u prvome godistu 1 877 god. pozornost nam privlaci
¢lanak Adolfa Danhelovskog ,,Predlozi o $tednji drva u pro-
izvadjanju francezkih duga®, u kojemu kaZze da se postupak
proizvodnje neznatno poboljsao, ,,premda ova vrst robe za-
sluzuje, da se najve¢om $tednjom proizvadja, do¢im su njoj
namijenjeni najkrasniji hrastici‘. To mora raditi ,vjest rad-
nik jer se inace moze ,,mnogo drva potratiti ..., a uzje se
duge imaju izradjivati od tanjih stabalah ili trupacah® Na-
stavno, preporuca se radi ustede sortirati trupce sukladno
duzini i $irini zadanih dimenzija duZica, a slijede ostale pre-
poruke za ustedu. Povucimo sada paralelu s tadasnjim raz-
misljanjem i preporukama glede $tednje i dana$njim rasi-
panjem nacionalnog bogatstva, kori$tenjem ,,najkrasnijih
hrastika®, tako da netrzi$na cijena sortimenata omogucuje
proizvodnju poluproizvoda, a ne visoko finaliziranih proi-
zvoda s velikom dodanom vrijedno$¢u i maksimalnom za-
poslenosc¢u. Najzalosnije je kada se furnirski sortiment ka-
muflira u pilanski prozvod za izvoz, ¢ime se ,,izvoze® i radna
mjesta za kojima placemo. O tome smo detaljnije pisali u
uvodniku SL br. 5-6/2012. ,,0dnos $umarstva i prerade
drva® Stoga se ne slazemo s tvrdnjom resornog ministra
izreCenoj u razgovoru poslije Konferencije za tisak o kojoj
pisemo u rubrici Aktualno, da su potpisani netrzi$ni ugo-
vori s drvopreradivad¢ima spasili domacu preradu drva od
inozemne konkurencije. Za nas je i dalje to nacin rasipanja
nacionalnog bogatstva i trenutacni probitak za racun poje-
dinaca, a ne za opce dobro.

Clanak iz tre¢eg godista, 1879. god. Alex. Nik. Schultz pod
naslovom ,,Sedam glavnih to¢aka $umskoga gospodarstva
i njihova teoreti¢no-prakti¢na uporaba“ zapodinje motom:
»Proizvadjanje najvele kvantitativne i kvalitativne mnoZine
drva na najmanjoj povrsini: i ¢im vrlije gospodarstvo®. U
¢lanku navodi kako sumsko gospodarstvo dijeli djelatnosti
na temeljne i pripomo¢ne. Temeljne su rac¢unarstvo i pri-
rodoslovlje, a pomoc¢ne: tehnologija, zakonodavstvo, drza-
voznastvo, ra¢unovodstvo povijest i geografija. Razdioba

prakti¢nih struka $umskog gospodarstva dijeli na: ,,gojenje
$ume, b) zastita Sume zajedno s Sumskom strazom, c¢) Sum-
ska poraba za jedno sa Sumskom tehnologijom, d) Sumska
procjena zajedno s uredbom obhodnje i obracunanjem vri-
ednostiie) Sumska uprava i Sumsko ravnateljstvo”. Ako raz-
mislimo o poanti i dana$njem postivanju mota ¢lanka, za-
klju¢ujemo da se sugerira maksimalno moguce koristenje
proizvodnosti pojedinog Sumskog stanista, a njegova bi de-
gradacija predstavljala katastrofu. Komentirajuci spomenu-
tih sedam tocaka, ponajprije navodi da je prva i glavna to¢ka
upravljanja i rada “teoreti¢no i prakti¢no naobrazeno gos-
podarstveno osoblje da se moze Sumom koristno i potrajno
gospodariti. Pita se ,,kako moze ¢ovjek uobce, koji neima
niti pojma o neophodno nuzdnih znanosti, upravljati $u-
mom s mnogimi njezinimi osebujnosti‘. Druga glavna tocka
je samostalno odgovorno vodenje gospodarstva ,,bez po-
hlepe za dobitkom®. Treca tocka govori ponajvise o naci-
nima obnove sastojina — umjetnim nacinom ili prirodnim
pomladivanjem. U cetvrtoj tocci biljezimo zakljucak: ,,Po-
$teni Sumar, koji znade racunati, ne ¢e nikada privoliti, da
njegov gospodar, kada se u momentanoj novéanoj neprilici
snadje, te bude prisiljen, uteci se $umi, postane Zrtvom ta-
kvih $vindlera i Sumskih pustosnika, te ¢e svu svoju dusevnu
snagu upotriebiti, da ono §to se ne da izbje¢i, ogranici bar
na najmanji prostor i s obzirom na budu¢nost®. Peta tocka
tice se ,Sumske porabe zajedno sa Sumskom tehnologijom
i vaznija je nego $to se na prvi ¢as ¢ini‘, a detaljnije obrazla-
zudi zaklju¢uje da joj treba posvetiti duznu pozornost pra-
te¢i razvoj i primjenu novih tehnologija. Sesta tocka obu-
hvaca ,,Sumsku taksaciju zajedno s uredjenjem obhodnje i
vriednostnim obra¢unom®, a sve spomenute toc¢ke medu-
sobno se ispreplecu i potrebno ih je ne razdvajati, ,,jer bez
poznavanja jedne ne da se druga izvesti“. O sedmoj tocci ,,k
$umskoj upravi i ravnateljstvu $uma“ nema se $to posebno
re¢i kaze on, jer je uglavnom obuhvacena u prethodnim
tockama, ali zakljucuje kako prema staroj poslovici ,,od
glave riba smrdi, a preneseno na $umsku industriju: ne va-
lja li ravnateljstvo, to ne valja ni cielo sumsko pod¢injeno
osoblje. To vriedi kod svake grane gospodarstva, a potvr-
djuju to i nebrojeni dokazi u ¢ovje¢jem druztvenom Zzivotu
i u svih strukah Na kraju mi zaklju¢ujemo ovaj tekst s po-
rukom - usporedite sami!

EDITORIAL
FROM THE HISTORY OF FORESTRY

The 250th anniversary of Croatian forestry and the 169th
year of the foundation of the Croatian Forestry Association
and the publication of the 139th issue of the scientific-pro-
fessional and specialist magazine Forestry Journal offer an
ideal opportunity to look back at the texts published in the
first issues and draw a parallel with present times.

The very first volume from the year 1877 contains an inte-
resting article by Adolf Danhelovski "Recommendations on
saving wood in the production of French staves", which sta-
tes that the production process has improved slightly "al-
though this type of goods requires maximal saving in its
production, since they are produced of the most beautiful
oak trees". Work should be performed by a "skilful labou-
rer", otherwise much of the wood "might go to waste"....
Narrower staves should be made of thinner trees or logs".
Furthermore, logs should be classified according to the len-
gth and width of stave dimensions required. Other recom-
mendations for saving follow. Let us draw a parallel with
the present manner and recommendations related to saving
and present squandering of national resources by using "the
most beautiful oak forests", so that the non-market prices
of the assortments allows the production of semi-finished
goods and not high-quality products with a high added va-
lue and maximal employment. What is detrimental is the
fact that veneer assortments are camouflaged into sawmill
products intended for export; this also means "export” of
working places which we sorely need. We discussed this in
more detail in the Editorial of the Forestry Journal No.
5-6/2012, "The relationship between forestry and wood pro-
cessing". This is why we do not agree with the words of the
competent minister said after a Press conference, which we
discuss in the column Current Affairs. The minister claimed
that non-market contracts with wood processors had saved
home wood processing from foreign competition. We con-
tinue to perceive this as a way of squandering national we-
alth for momentary gain of an individual and not for the
benefit of the society as a whole.

The article published in the third year of publication in
1879, written by Alex. Ni. Sshulz and entitled "Seven main
points of forest management and their theoretical-practical
use" starts with a motto: "Production of the highest quanti-
tative and qualitative amount of wood in the smallest area:
and the best management'. According to the article, forest
management activities are divided into basic and auxiliary.
The basic activities are mathematics and natural sciences

and the auxiliary ones are technology, law-making, political
sciences, book keeping, history and geography. Practical
parts of forest management are divided into "a) silviculture,
b) forest protection together with forest surveillance, c) use
of forests together with forest technology, d) forest inven-
tory with rotation and calculation of value and e) forest ad-
ministration and forest directorate”. From the present stan-
dpoint, the motto of the article suggests maximum possible
use of the productivity of a particular forest site, whose de-
gradation would mean catastrophe. In his comment of the
seven points that follow, the author stresses that the first and
the main point of management and work lies in "highly
educated management personnel who posses theoretical
and practical knowledge for useful and sustainable mana-
gement of forests". He asks himself: "How can a person who
has absolutely no knowledge of the basic sciences manage
such a highly complex system as a forest?" The second po-
int is independent management devoid of "greed for profit".
The third point is primarily concerned with stand regene-
ration methods - artificial or natural regeneration. The fo-
urth point contains a conclusion: "An honest forester who
knows how to calculate will never allow his master, who, if
faced with financial problems and forced to exploit his fo-
rest, to become a victim of swindlers and forest exploiters,
and will use all his spiritual strength to at least limit what is
unavoidable to the smallest space with regard to the future".
The fifth point refers to "use of forests together with forest
technology, which is more important that might seem at
first glance". In his detailed explanation, the author conclu-
des that the development and application of new technolo-
gies should be given due importance. The sixth point com-
prises "forest taxation together with rotations and value
calculation". All the above points are mutually intertwined
and cannot be separated from one another, "since without
knowing one it is impossible to perform another". In the
author's words, the seventh point concerning "forest admi-
nistration and forest directorate" requires no comments be-
cause everything is contained in the previous points, but he
concludes that, as the old proverb says, “the fish rots from
the head down", or translated into forest industry: if the di-
rectorate is no good, then the entire subordinate personnel
will be no good. This refers to all branches of economy, and
has been proven myriad of times in the human society and
in all the professions". We conclude this text with the mes-
sage — compare!
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
